elicitation

Share visual stimuli to encourage 

recall, thought & imagination.

Visual 

collaboration

Generate visual representations 

during the study.

questionsé

experiences with the phenomena being 

investigatedé

Types Sources

¤Representational images

¤Photographs, video, or 

drawings portraying 

individuals or groups.

¤Photographs, video, or 

drawings portraying public, 

commercial or private 

settings.

¤Researcher collects 

or generates images.

¤Participant collects or 

generates images.
